PROJECT SUMMARY:


Under the Planning Grant, Montana will update the State emergency operations plan (EOP) by adding volumes for homeland security, HAZMAT, and Continuity of Government.  The State also will continue strategic planning for homeland security, and will develop an EOP for the State Capitol complex.   Local governments will use sub-grants to update their EOPs.  Under the Citizen Corps/CERT Grant, Montana will support its State Citizen Corps Council; produce a State strategy by Feb. 2003; provide technical assistance to local Councils; develop a reporting system to track results; and conduct 4 CERT Trainer sessions.  Local governments will receive sub-grants to develop local Councils and CERTs.  Four jurisdictions will receive sub-grants as pilot projects (large urban, small urban, tribal, and rural frontier areas).  Under the EOC Grant, Montana will issue a contract to assess its State EOC, using the FEMA assessment checklist.

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF HOW GRANTEE WILL PASS MONEY TO LOCAL GOVERNMENTS (OR NAMES OF SUBGRANTEES IF IDENTIFIED):

Grantee will conduct stakeholder meetings in Dec./Jan. timeframe, to develop consensus among local governments on approaches to work.  Within 90 days, Montana will solicit and award sub-grants to local governments via Local Emergency Planning Committees (LEPCs) and Tribal Emergency Response Commissions (TERCs) for planning, Citizen Corps, and CERT activities.

The Montana Disaster & Emergency Services Division (DES) will use funds from the EOC Physical Modifications grant to modify a conference room in their existing EOC to meet the physical requirements for the control of Top Secret information to accommodate the secure communications equipment allocated by FEMA.  To accomplish these modifications, after an initial assessment, this project will consist of modifying the walls and ceiling with soundproof panels; modifying the existing window to ensure soundproofing; upgrading the existing doors and locks to meet the secure facility requirements; and installing an Internal Detection System with a motion detection sensor.  Modifications will also be made to the HVAC system for insulation and intrusion protection.
