PROJECT SUMMARY:


Under the Planning Grant, Utah will update its Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) for all hazards, including WMD/terrorism considerations, within 90 days.  The State also will conduct planning seminars for local emergency managers to teach planning concepts and skills needed to update local EOPs.  Cities, counties, and tribal governments will use sub-grants to update their EOPs.  With the Citizen Corps/CERT Grant, Utah will form a State Council based on the existing Utah Voluntary Organizations Active in Disaster (UVOAD), and develop a jurisdiction-wide strategy.  Utah already has an active CERT program – 12,600 citizens have participated in 668 CERT classes in Utah since 1994.  With this grant, Utah expects to train 5000 more citizens via CERT Trainer sessions, State agency CERT training, and CERT refresher courses.  Under the EOC Grant, Utah will issue a contract to assess the State primary EOC and alternate EOC, using FEMA’s assessment checklist. 

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF HOW GRANTEE WILL PASS MONEY TO LOCAL GOVERNMENTS (OR NAMES OF SUBGRANTEES IF IDENTIFIED):

Utah will solicit applications from all local jurisdictions that have an emergency management program, including tribal organizations.  Sub-grants will be competitively awarded, based on population, critical infrastructure, need, existing programs, and other factors.

PROJECT SUMMARY:

The State of Utah is proposing to make modifications under this grant program to a room of their existing EOC to accommodate the secure communications equipment that has been received from FEMA.  The EOC is located in the State Office Building, Room 108 A, known as the Governor’s Policy Room, EOC Secure Operations Room (EOCSOR).  The EOCSOR is approximately 656 square feet in size, rectangular in shape, with a drop down ceiling, and a single door to the EOC.  A maintenance closet of about 240 square feet is located at the East end of the room, and is accessed by two doors from the EOCSOR.  The intention of the modification is to meet the minimum physical security requirements for the storage of Top Secret information.  The proposed modifications include:  modifications to the ceiling, gratings and screens, and installation of a card sensor on the door.  All grant funds received under the EOC Physical Modifications Grant will be used to increase the capability of the State EOC to operate secure communications equipment.

The State of Utah is proposing to train an estimated 100-150 new CERT instructors and about 3,000 CERT members with the proceeds from the FY03 CERT Grant.  Toward these goals, Utah proposes to conduct 6 CERT Trainer sessions, 4 CERT refresher courses for state agency CERTs, and a statewide CERT conference to share information about smart practices.  Utah also proposes to establish the framework to present CERT training through the public school system.  In addition, Utah proposes to pass through $176,568 of their total grant award in the form of sub-grants to local jurisdictions to help establish and improve local CERT programs.  Region VIII is supplementing Utah’s allocated grant award by $8,333 in regional funds, to be used by the grantee for State-identified needs in supporting the State’s CERT program.
