14) The VA medical center in Pittsburgh has done a study, which indicates that even home drinking water systems can cause Legionnaires’ Disease.  The cure is as simple as running hot water at 140 to 150 degrees through the system for 20 – 30 minutes.  It also noted that the elderly and sick people are more susceptible to this than others.  

15) EPA has announced plans to fine the City of Claremont, NH and New London, CT for failing to have Spill Control and Countermeasures (SPCC) plans in place.  It is worth your while to make sure that your jurisdiction has these plans in place.  

16) RSPA has increased the maximum and minimum civil penalties for a knowing violation of the Federal hazardous materials transportation laws and regulations.  The fines are now $32,500 max and $275 minimum.   

17) After the CESPP drill in Tooele, Utah the week of September 8-12, I brought back with me an example of a Field Response Guide Book that they use for their teams.  This book covers, population protection, PPE, decon site maps, decon trailer set-up, ICS structure, communications, hospital screening/access control, victim care and evacuee support.  In my opinion, this is a very well done guide and may be of interest to others who would like an example of how to set up a field guide.  I have only one copy, but if you would like to borrow it, I would be glad to send it to you.  The book is a type of checklist and general guidelines format.

I offer this quote from one of the list serves I subscribe to.  The author is from the California Office of Emergency Services, CSTI.  

 “One thing that seems to get forgotten in discussions of what to do with cops in the hot zone is that the OSHA regulations do not require them to be trained to the technician level just to be in the hot zone.  There is nothing in the regulations that requires technician training to wear level A, to be in the hot zone, to wear an SCBA, etc.  Unless the cops are responding ‘for the purpose of stopping the release’ and intend to ‘approach the release in order to plug, patch, or otherwise stop the release’ they are not hazmat technicians and don’t need that training.  There are two training levels in the OSHA regulations that may be more applicable to cops.  They are ‘skilled support personnel’ and ‘specialist employee’ (not the same as a hazmat specialist).  I think units like SWAT and EOD would fit into the skilled support personnel role and would have to be trained accordingly.  At a minimum, that would be training in respiratory protection, CPC selection and use, medical considerations of wearing CPC and ICS as is applies to hazmat/WMD operations (i.e. who do the cops report to).  Unfortunately, OSHA has not put out any policy on this (maybe because nobody has asked the).  …”        Food for thought only,  Mike
